As Artists the children will be using a range of media to design, make and create images and objects from the cultural celebrations we are studying this term. 


As Design Technologists the children will be preparing, cooking and tasting food linked to Religious and cultural celebrations. We are learning how to prepare food hygienically using new cooking skills.  


As Scientists the children will investigate light and dark. Looking at what objects give off or reflect light and how shadows are made. They will begin to find out about the Sun, Moon and stars and the role they play in giving us light and dark.


As Historians the children will research the background behind different celebrations such as Bonfire Night, Diwali, Hanukkah and Christmas. 


As Writers the children will label their designs that they create, they will read and reply to letters from Santa. Children will also write about the different celebrations we find out about. Children will create posters to help inform others and write stories about the different religious celebrations. We will order and sequence stories and carry out lots of role-play and pie Corbett story making. 


As Mathematicians we will explore numbers, their value and begin to explore how we can use them in subtraction. We will explore 2D and 3D shapes. Children will also help to solve different problems during our problem solving sessions. 


As Musicians children will listen to, explore and then create their own music that reflects Religious and Cultural celebrations. 


During PSHE we will be able to talk about what makes us special and how this can be similar or different to those around us. We will explore how we can stay safe at night and during different celebrations such as Bonfire Night. We will also explore rules and the importance of having these in place.


During RE children will look at the different religions from around the world and the different festivals they celebrate. 


During PE children will become gymnasts and build upon their ball and games skills.
