As Artists the children will create pictures of different superheroes using variety of materials and media. We will also explore the work of Lichenstein and the use of black and white.


As Design Technologists the children will design their own superheroes, design their own superhero capes and masks, exploring the materials they will use. 


As Scientists the children will investigate the human body and the 5 senses. They will also explore the properties of materials, their uses and their suitability for different purposes. 


As Writers the children will label their designs that they create, They will read and reply to letters from superheroes and villains. Children will also write about how the emergency services help us. Children will also create a short story based upon the theme of superheroes. 


As Mathematicians we will explore numbers and the number system. We will also look at and construct using 2D and 3D shapes. 


In ICT we will explore using the Beebots and forming simple sequences. We will also look at E-Safety and how we can stay safe when online using Hector the Protector. 


In RE we will look at what makes us special and celebrate our differences.
