Attendance Policy/Missing Child 

Please be aware that following advice received, the 

attendance policy has been updated with new 

safeguarding procedures.

the school will report the child as missing using the police 101 service.  Therefore, please 

ensure that you get in touch with us if your child is absent and that your emergency 

contact details for family members and friends are correct.  This follows very sad 

incidents across the UK where children have been at significant risk of harm with the 

school unaware of where they are. 
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United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child 
The Rights that we are exploring in February are: 
 
Article 15 – Every child has the right to meet with other children and join 
groups. 
Article 16 – Every child has the right to privacy 
Article 24 – Every child has the right to the best possible health 
Article 17 – Every child has the right to reliable information from the media 
Article 4 – Governments must do all that they can to fulfil the rights of 
every child 
Article 30 – Every child has the right to learn and use the language, 
customs and religion of their family.
