Activities for week commencing 15.6.2020
Here are some suggested activities for the coming week. I will update suggested activities each week. 
Reading: Read the One Tiny Mistake and Ozma and the wizard 60 second reads and answer the questions. They focus on a range of reading skills based on the reading dogs. Read to an adult for 10 minutes a day. Write a book review about a book you have read recently. What was it about? Who were the main characters, if it was fiction? What was your favourite part and why? 
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Writing: 
SPaG mat- Summer 2 for appropriate year group. 

Watch the video ‘The Windmill famer’ from Literacy Shed https://www.literacyshed.com/windmillfarmer.html 

Create an emotions graph to chart how the farmer was feeling at different points. You could write the emotions next to events that took place if you prefer. 

Write a recount of what happened. Pretend that you are the farmer and you are writing a diary of your journey. Think carefully about writing in first person and using a range of sentence structures. Use emotive language to describe your feelings and don’t forget to use a thesaurus to find synonyms for vocabulary. You can find a thesaurus online. 

Once you have written your diary, edit it to check for spelling, grammar and punctuation. Then revise it to make improvements to sentence starters, vocabulary and sentence structure. Can you add any compound or complex sentences in? 

Research wind farms and create a fact file on this. You can present this however you like- this links to our science unit on electricity. 

Write a letter to the local council to express your views on wind farms. Are you going to persuade them to build more or do you not think they should be built? How can you persuade someone to do something? Remember the level or formality you need to use when writing to the council. 
There are additional writing activities on the Theme project map linked to the theme ‘Local Industry’ too. Please choose as much or as little as you feel is appropriate. 
Maths: Complete some of the maths mats for ‘Summer 2’. See resources on the website and there are 6 mats. These cover a range of skills and have *, ** or *** so choose the challenge most appropriate to your child. 
Big maths- Stage 3 = Y3, Stage 4= Y4. These cover a range of skills. 
- Y3 investigate calculations odd and even number challenge (see sheet).   
-Y3 Revisit fractions- Find fractions of shapes. Identify the fractions of the shapes. 
-Y3 fractions- Adding and subtracting fractions. Remember you only add or subtract the numerator (top number) not the denominator (bottom number). 
- Y3 revisit fractions- Ordering fractions with the same denominator. Remember the larger the numerator the more of a piece of a chocolate bar you would get. You can draw bar models to help you. The *** challenge has some fractions that are equivalents but you can still see which is larger by drawing it. 
-Y3 Times tables using TTRocks, Hit the Button or multiplication activities in resources on website. 
-Y4 investigate calculations odd and even number challenge (see sheet).  
-Y4 Rounding decimals- See powerpoint to support and worksheet for after. Choose either *, ** or ***. If the number ends with .5 or higher, round up to the next whole number. .4 or below rounds down.  
-Y4 Revisit x10 and x100 see activity. Remember to move the digits 1 place left for x10 and 2 places left to x100 and add 0s as place holders. E.g. 5x100 = 500
- Y4 Revisit fractions comparing decimals up to 2 decimal places. 
-Y4 Times tables using TTRocks, Hit the Button or multiplication activities in resource section. 
Science: As we are focusing on electricity, this week we will be looking at electrical circuits. Explore the powerpoint about electrical circuits. Use the prediction sheet to decide if you think the circuits will be complete or incomplete. Ignore the box about testing the circuits unless you have equipment at home. 
French: Sport- Using the vocabulary below, play a game of charades with your family and guess the sports in French. 
Once you have done this, draw a picture with several of the sports being completed and label them.
