Free School Meal scheme for October Half term

Parents who have signed up previously do
not need to re-register, they have already been included, but, to ensure we get all who are
eligible, we are encouraging new parents to sign up as soon as they can.

Vouchers will be sent out between Monday 27
of September and 30 of September. Vouchers are being sent out this early due to Covid grant
stipulations.
