Activities for week commencing 30.3.2020
Here are some suggested activities for the coming week. I will update suggested activities each week. 
Reading: Read for 10 minutes a day and discuss some of the reading dog questions with an adult. Try to answer a range of question types. 
Writing: The Literacy Shed has a great selection of prompts for writing and suggested activities under the video clip. Children can start with watching a clip called Catch it and complete the following writing activities: 

- Write a diary from the viewpoint of the meerkat

- Write a setting description of the African Plains

- Write a dialogue between 2 meerkats, using accurate speech punctuation 

Maths: Complete 2 ‘Big maths’ activities. Then practise the following skills involving telling the time: 
- Y3 Telling the time to the nearest minute on an analogue clock

-Y3 Writing the time in 12 hour digital e.g. 3:50pm

-Y3 Estimating times events take e.g. 5 minutes to boil a kettle

-Y4 Reading times on analogue and digital clocks

-Y4 Writing times in 24 hour digital e.g. 15:40

- Converting between 12 and 24 hour digital times e.g. 1:30pm = 13:30 

Science: Explore how sounds change e.g. what happens if you tap something loudly? Softly? Read the Sound knowledge organiser and discuss the vocabulary with someone at home. 

French: Paint a rainbow and label the colours in French. 

PE: Joe Wicks PE 9am for 30 minutes per day. You can access previous videos on YouTube. 

RE: Read the Easter Story. Write a diary as one of the character in the story. 

Art/ DT: Explore colour mixing, when painting your rainbow. If you don’t have paints, can you use other mediums? 

PSHE: Research how to stay safe in the sun and create a poster to promote these safety tips. 

History: Share 5 pieces of information about the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings with someone in your home.
