Activities for week commencing 6.7.2020
Here are some suggested activities for the coming week. I will update suggested activities each week. 
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Reading: Read the Incredible invertebrates and Great Galapagos 60 second reads and answer the questions. They focus on a range of reading skills based on the reading dogs. Read to an adult for 10 minutes a day. Write a book review about a book you have read recently. What was it about? Who were the main characters, if it was fiction? What was your favourite part and why? 
Writing: 
SPaG mat- Summer 2 for appropriate year group.

· Plan a short story where the pigeon spoil another one of Walter Beckett’s missions. Use the flow map to create your own story board with pictures and key notes. 

· Write your story thinking carefully about language you choose and using a range of simple, compound and complex sentences. 

· Edit your story to check for spellings, grammar and punctuation errors. Revise your story to make some improvements. Can you upscale vocabulary using a thesaurus? 

· Write a letter to discuss whether you should or should not feed pigeons and why. Write the reasons you should feed pigeons first, then why you should not. Finish by writing your opinion on the subject. 
· Read your letter and edit spelling, grammar and punctuation. Revise your letter to make improvements to the vocabulary. Check you have written it in past tense, as the events have happened and third person, as it is about someone else. 
There are additional writing activities on the Theme project map linked to the theme ‘Local Industry’ too. Please choose as much or as little as you feel is appropriate. 
Maths: Complete some of the maths mats for ‘Summer 2’. See resources on the website and there are 6 mats. These cover a range of skills and have *, ** or *** so choose the challenge most appropriate to your child. 
Big maths- Stage 3 = Y3, Stage 4= Y4. These cover a range of skills. 
- Y3 tenths- See powerpoint. Explore that tenths are when you divide a number or an object into 10 equal pieces. 
-Y3 Revise counting in multiples of 5. (Just like counting in 5s) 
-Y3 Revise counting in a range of multiples. 
-Y3 Times tables using TTRocks, Hit the Button or multiplication activities in resources on website. 
-Y4 Adding 10 when crossing 100s activity.  
-Y4 revisit- counting in 25s.  
-Y4 Revise converting between seconds and minutes 
-Y4 Times tables using TTRocks, Hit the Button or multiplication activities in resource section. 
Science: As we are focusing on electricity, this week we will be looking at symbols that represent electrical circuits. Explore the symbols mat and then match the symbols to their name.  
French: Sport- 
Explore the French sports word mat. Once you have finished can you play the sports board game?
PE: Joe Wicks PE 9am for 30 minutes per day. You can access previous videos on YouTube. 
Art/ DT: Create some prints using paints and leaves. 
PSHE: Discuss what makes a good friend. Draw a picture to show scenes of what good friends might do.
