Holiday Free School Meal Voucher Scheme: October Half-term Information

This October half term, Gloucestershire County Council are providing vouchers to eligible families
who have signed up to our Holiday Free School Meals (FSM) scheme. These vouchers are
provided by Gloucestershire County Council as part of its commitment to 'no child goes hungry'.
The vouchers are funded through grant funding we have received and is separate to that of the
term time free school meals.

The scheme is for children in reception to year 11 who receive benefits-related free school meals
and aftend a school in Gloucestershire.

Families who have signed up to the scheme will receive £15 per child, for the week half term.
